The Orville A. Vogel Wheat Research fund was established to support production-oriented wheat research and to encourage basic and applied research directed towards identifying factors that limit the maximum production capability of wheats grown in the Pacific Northwest. Emphasis, as outlined in the Gift Use Agreement, is given to microbiological limitations to yield, affordable yields as they relate to conservation practices, and the development of varieties that further these goals.
The Agricultural Research Center is soliciting proposals and administering awards this year. The life of each project can be up to 3 years, with funding limited to $50,000 per year. 
1. Projects should fill fundamental knowledge gaps that will enhance our capacity to address significant issues facing Pacific Northwest wheat growers. 

2. Proposals should generate preliminary data that will enhance competiveness for federal funding and/or from corporations that will bring the best science to bear on wheat research. Priority will be given to proposals that clearly and convincingly demonstrate that the proposed research will lead to a more competitive proposal for additional funds.
3. Projects that provide funding for existing faculty seeking to pursue new directions or form new collaborations will be viewed favorably.
4. Funding for subsequent years will be contingent on progress in the previous year. Funding will begin as soon after January 1, 2016 as the review process is complete. 
Proposals should be prepared using the attached format.

PROPOSAL PREPARATION INSTRUCTIONS:

1. The proposal should be five pages or less, not including Budget, Current & Pending Support or Assurance Statement.

· Introduction that frames the question(s) being addressed as important to the grain industry in Washington and the need to fill the proposed knowledge gap based on existing literature.
· Objectives.

· Materials and Methods with proposed timelines.

·  How expected results  will enhance future funding success

Use 1” margins all around each page of the proposal.

3.
Do not number pages.

4.
Have your budgets approved by your research administrator or Business Center grants administrator.

5.
Please make every effort to prepare proposals that are self-explanatory and can be easily understood by your audience, which will be scientists and stakeholders with some expertise in PNW wheat cultivation.

6.
When preparing proposals, address each section listed in the proposal format.

7.
Objectives should be specific so they can be accomplished during the proposal period.

8.
Projects should last no longer than three (3) years and should be considered “NEW” after the third year. A new set of objectives should be written for all “NEW” proposals.

9.
Include a “Current and Pending Support” form for each investigator but not for cooperators. Forms are attached. If you have no other support, please prepare the form and indicate “none.” The “Current and Pending Support” form(s) are not part of the three-page limit.
10.
Include a completed “Proposal Quality Assurance Form” with your proposals. 

11.
Submit electronic copies of your proposal in one email as a PDF file and a Word file through the appropriate chair or station superintendent to the ARC (arcgrants@wsu.edu) by November 16, 2015 by 5:00pm.
